Paleface Captured, Now What?

· All Scouts from a Tribe will (must if less than 8) participate. 
· There will be a knot post with eight pieces of rope laying on it. 
· The scouts will line up front to back in front of event.  
· On the starting signal, the first Scout will go to the knot post and tie first knot and return to the starting point he will tag the next scout. 
· Then the second Scout will go to the knot post and tie the next knot. 
· Each Scout will do the same in rotation until all knots are tied.  
· Tribes with less than 8 scouts will be required to tie 2 or more knots to get all 8 knots tied.
· All knots must be tied in the order.
· If the scout must return to tie a second knot he must return back to the starting line before returning to the post to tie the second knot.
· Each knot will be judged for correctness.
· Time limit for this event will be nine (9) minutes. Any knots uncompleted in this time limit will be judged as incorrect. 
· Each tribe will be given the opportunity to tie a "mystery" knot if they have tied all eight knots correctly  for -10 seconds off time their time. After each tribe has completed tying the 8 knots if inside the 9 minute time limit. the bonus knot will be announced. The tribe leader will be allowed to tie this knot.  This knot will be outside the limit of 9 minutes and he will have 3 minutes to tie it.

SCORING: Scoring is elapsed time plus time penalties (10 seconds) for each improperly tied knot.  Lowest total time will determine the winners of this event.
The eight knots to be tied for time are:

1. Clove Hitch
2. Two half hitches
3. Square knot
4. Taut-line Hitch
5. Bowline
6. Timber Hitch
7. Sheet Bend
8. Lark's Head
Big Dream Catchers

· Keeping with the camporee theme, each tribe will make an original Dream Catcher.
· They will be dropped off at 4:00 at the Tribal Council's Main Lodge after being with the tribe all day long.  The can be picked up by 8 pm.
· Dream Catchers must be carried with the tribe whereever they go and brought to the Saturday night awards ceremonies.
· Staff must be at least 6' to 7' tall. No store bought staffs or processed wood.
· Made of mostly natural materials. No metal.
· Circle must be at least 2' in diameter no Larger than 3'
· Lashing on staff must be tied correctly.
· Tribe number must be hung on Dream Catcher.
· Can be made at troop meetings and brought to camporee completed.

We will have a place at the awards ceremonies in the front of the arena area for you to place them so everyone can see them.  

 

	Stalking Your Prey
· Each tribe will be ask to identify various trail signs and record them on their answer sheet. 
· There is a 5 minute time limit for this event 
· They score 1 point for a correct answer and lose 2 for every wrong answer 
· Use your scout handbook and field book for more information on the subject.
· Time will be used to break ties
· Must bring compass and be able to use it.


This is a sample will not be the same on day of event.
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Tal Indian Walking

· Half the Tribe goes on one side and half the tribe goes on other side of marked area.
· One person gets the stilts and walks to other side of area.  Person on that side walks to other side of area. 
· This repeats until whole tribe has done event, tribes with less than 8 may have members who repeater event until it has been completed 8 times.
· No members is permitted to do more than 2 times.
· Tribe members can not fall over the finish line as this could cause injuries and will be considered cheating.
Lowest time overall is the winner.

Spear Contest

· Scouts must make a home made spear.
· Spear must be made at the camporee and extra point awarded for detail and construction. 
· Each scout must throw spear at a target…  If it breaks during the contest the contest is over and scoring will stop. Total of 4 throws.
Tie Up The Bear 

Equipment 

· one fence post in the ground 
· 2-25 foot lengths of rope 

Description and Rules 

· This is a timed event 
· The object is to make a clove hitch on the post 
· The participants must stay 20 feet away from the post at all times unless  they are examining the knot (outside painted circle) 
· There is a 5 minute time limit on this event 
Animal Track Identification

· Each tribe will be given a sheet with animal tracks on them they must id each picture.     Scoring will be on amount of correct tracks with Timing being a tiebreaker.
